Organization:
ESA is divided into þve geographical branches, each with its own elected ofþcers: 
Eastern, North Central, Paciþc, Southeastern, and Southwestern.  In addition,  
members can select a section of scientiþc interest. The sections help organize 
symposia and programs at national and branch meetings. Members can join one or 
more Section.
Systematics, Evolution, and Biodiversity:  This Section is for people who 

study insect anatomy, classiþcation and history.
Integrative Physiological and Molecular Insect Systems:  This Section is for 

people who study insects at the cellular or molecular levels, and it includes topics 
such as biochemistry, microbiology, toxicology, endocrinology, cytology, molecular 
biology, allelochemicals, pheromones, hormones, metabolism, and others. 

Structural, Veterinary, and Public Health Systems:  This Section deals with 
insect interactions with other animals, including humans. Topics include medical 
entomology, urban entomology, veterinary entomology, forensic entomology, 
epidemiology, integrated disease management, human and veterinary parasitology, 
public health pest management, mosquito control, management of structural 
pests (e.g., termites, ants), and others. 

Plant–Insect Ecosystems:  This Section deals with insect interactions with 
plants. Topics include behavioral, ecological, and evolutionary relationships in 
natural landscapes, as well as integrated pest management (IPM) in agriculture, 
horticulture, forests, and lawn and garden.
